Scripture Reflection

Paul’s letter to the Colossians was, in all
likelihood, written from prison. No one actually knows
which prison held Paul or exactly how long he had been
locked up when he penned this letter, but any prison
anywhere is no place to call home. But that’s where the
old apostle was and this letter is what the apostle wrote
when he reconnected with the Christian church in the city
of Colossae.

Near the end of his life, Paul blurts out what, for
him at least, was the central message of our Christian faith,
which he declared was “Christ in you, the hope of glory.”
For him, this expression of faith said it all. Though he
would write much more to the Colossian Christians, these
few words sum up the essence of Paul’s last and best word
to his friends.

Waking up late in one’s life journey does that to
you, doesn’t it? Grandparents feeling the ache of age and
the shortness of time want to pass on so much to their
children and grandchildren. Long tenured business men
and women, seeing the near reality of retirement find ways
to sew a bit more wisdom into the garment of their
company’s culture. If we are thoughtful, life’s latter years
cause us to gather in simple sentences what we deeply
believe.

For Paul, great preacher and missionary, the one
reality that informed his entire Christian life was expressed
in this profound sentence in which he used the curious
word “mystery”. Hear it again:” God chose to make
known how great among the Gentiles are the riches of the
glory of this mystery, which is Christ in you, the hope of
glory.” It’s that last phrase, where Paul defines the
mystery of our faith that has my imagination: “Christ in
you, the hope of glory.” Much like the texts we heard two
weeks ago, here is, at least for Paul, what mattered most.
But what does he mean and what could it mean for us?
